HIGHLIGHTS

We place great emphasis on biliteracy and trilingualism, as seen with our measuresto enhance

students’ English proficiency. English is used as medium of instruction in Mathematics in

all forms and History in some junior form classes. ELAs in English are also included in the

curriculum of several junior form subjects taught in Chinese to facilitate bridging to some

senior forms subjects taught in English.

All English lessons are conducted in smaller groups
to lower the teacher-student ratio; the Native English
Speaking Teacher is responsible for teaching the
Language Arts lessons and organizing whole-school

English activities.

An English morning reading session is held every Friday
while the morning assembly is conducted in English

every lTuesday.

Orientation classes about Language Across the

Curriculum in various subjects are prepared for the

new students. There is also a LAC booklet about useful

words and phrases for S.1 students.

Students are encouraged to take part in various external
activities and competitions. Internal activities, such as
the English Days and RadioSun, are held to create a

language-rich environment.

Several remedial classes, including Pre-S1 Bridging

Class and Post-Exam Remedial Class, are available.
