2. Submission of Assignments for S1 to S3 and "After-School Homework Class"
To cultivate students' habit of completing and submitting assignments on time, the school will arrange a
designated time in the morning to collect assignments. Parents are kindly requested to note the following:

a. S1 to S3 students must arrive in the classroom between 7:55 - 8:05 a.m. on school days to prepare for
assignment submission.

b. Parents are advised to remind their children to organize the assignments to be submitted the next day at
home, in order to expedite the assignment collection process.

c. The school will notify students who fail to submit their assignments during the afternoon roll call session
to attend the "After-School Homework Class" (3:55 pm - 4:55 pm) on the same day.

d. Except for disciplinary classes, students are generally not allowed to be absent from the "After-School
Homework Class" (including private tutoring). If a student is absent without reason, it will be treated as
truancy, and the student must attend the "After-School Homework Class" on the next school day.

Completing and submitting assignments on time is a responsibility that students must fulfill during their
studies. We sincerely hope that parents will assist their children in developing good habits and submitting
assignments on time.

3. Cultivating the habit of taking notes and purchasing of notebook
Handwriting notes can promote multi-sensory learning and deepen the memory of the learning content,
making the learning process more efficient. To help students develop the habit of taking notes, the school is
now purchasing a notebook (see the sample below) for each student at a cost of $10. If you need to purchase
additional notebooks, please indicate the required quantity on the reply slip. The relevant amount will be
deducted from your autopay account on 25 September, so please ensure you have sufficient funds for the
transfer.

5. Free Influenza Vaccination and eHealth Record Registration Consent Form

To protect the health of students, the school has arranged for the Department of Health to provide free
influenza vaccination for students at the school on 1°t November (Friday). Students will receive the form on
19t September, and parents are requested to return the signed paper reply slip (Part 4: Consent or Part 5:
Disagree) to the class teacher by 24t September. Parts 1 to 3 of the form should be retained and for parents’
reference.

Additionally, if Secondary 1 students wish to register for the eHealth record, please also return the signed
consent form to the class teacher by 24t September.



6. "Greater Bay Area Career Exploration Tour" Excursion for S6 Students
To further assist senior secondary students in preparing themselves and seizing new career development
opportunities in the Greater Bay Area, the Education Bureau has launched a 5-year "Greater Bay Area Career
Exploration Tour" program, organizing workplace visits in the Greater Bay Area for senior secondary students.
This allows them to gain a deeper understanding of the latest developments in different industries in the
Greater Bay Area through first-hand observation and experience.

Our school will arrange for S6 students to visit Zhuhai on 15 November (Friday), the "Life-wide Learning Day".
The itinerary includes visiting a science and technology industrial park and innovative technology enterprises
in Zhuhai, as well as exchanging with local companies. Teachers and students will receive a full subsidy from
the Education Bureau to cover the tour fees, including visit activities, meals, transportation, and basic group
travel insurance.

This excursion is a regular school learning activity, and all students are required to attend. If a student is
unable to attend due to illness, a medical certificate is required. As we are currently awaiting the Education
Bureau's notification on the itinerary plan, the details of the excursion will be announced in due course

To ensure the smooth running of the Mainland excursion, parents are requested to check the validity period
of their child's Home Return Permit. If it has expired or is about to expire, please make an appointment to
apply for a new one as soon as possible. Students must submit a copy of their valid Home Return Permit or
a copy of the application receipt to their class teacher by 25™ September. Parents are kindly requested to
pay attention to this matter.
